The award will be judged against the following criteria: Entrants must be an employee, carer, support worker, nurse, team, manager or trainer employed by a company either registered with Care Commission or be able to clearly demonstrate through partnership service, business support, innovative development that delivers a benefit to the sector and where required be registered to work in the UK. The work described must actually be happening or completed (proposals for a new piece of work will not be considered). Organisation, individuals or teams may apply. Entrants may be nominated by a service user, colleague, employer or manager. 
· Remember to evidence within the service training and continuous professional development 

· Evidence of assisting, developing and making the most of the opportunities that a business and career in community care can bring 

· Examples of making a practical difference to the business, service that social care organisations provides. 
· Embodiment of the qualities required by a social care organisation to deliver on choice, dignity, privacy, equality, diversity, flexibility, self-motivation, reliability, assertiveness.

Judging process - The wards will be judged by a panel which will include independent experts, and a representative nominated by the main sponsor. The closing date for entries is 29th March 2010. Entries will be short listed during April 10. If your entry is successful as a finalist, you will hear from us.
